es, | have personally said

every one of these. Let’s

just be honest with each

other. HPDE is supposed

to be non-competitive. It's

about learning. It’'s about
car control, awareness, and
development. And yet, by session
two, we are flying around like we
are qualifying for Le Mans.

Over theyears, asadriver, instructor,
and professional overthinker, | have
realized something. There are five
lies almost every one of us tells
at the track. Some are harmless.
Some cost us lap time. Some cost
us money. If any of these feel a little
too familiar, that just means you are
in good company.

1

| Don't Need Tires Yet

This is the classic. “They have cne
more weekend in them”. "It is just
a little wear on the outside.” “They
are basically slicks now, which
probably means more grip?” No.

Tires are the ONLY THING
connecting your car to the track.
Not the alignment. Not the aero. Not
the crest on the hood. When grip
falls off, confidence falls off. When
confidence falls off, hesitation
creeps in. That is when braking
points move around and throttle
application gets inconsistent.

While adjusting to changing
grip levels can help us improve
as drivers, it can also create a
dangerous situation. This is why
| always go to the track with two
sets of tires. One set that is on its
way out and one set that is ready
to go.
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2

| Will Work on Braking
Next Session

Translation: “I am going to keep
over slowing the car, so | don’t
have to work on technique.”
Most intermediate drivers do not
need more throttle. They need
better braking. Braking too early...
Releasing the brake too quickly...
Avoiding trail braking completely...
Treating the brake pedal like it
might break if you push too hard.
Modern Porsches are engineered
to handle serious braking loads.
The car is more capable than most
of us give it credit for. Time lives
in the braking zone. Confidence is
built in the braking zone. Precision
is built in the braking zone.

If you want to drop meaningful time,
that is where the work is. Reduce
your pace by a few tenths and
work on your braking technique.
It can be a bit boring to work on
technique, but it will pay dividends
in the long run.

3

It Is Not That Hot Out

If you have ever made it to
lunchtime and realized your water
bottle is still full, this one is for you.
Heat management is performance
management... For the car and for
you! Drivers fade from the heat
just like cars do. Concentration
slips. Reaction time slows. You
start missing apexes, and you
might not realize why. Hydration,
rest, and cooldown laps are not for
the weak. They are performance
tools. The sharper your mind,
the smoother your inputs. The
smoother your inputs, the more
consistent your laps.

| have watched drivers chase
a personal best while clearly
exhausted. That is not toughness.
That is ego wearing a helmet. The
goal is to leave faster than you
arrived, not simply more tired with
less tires.

4

I Am Just Here for Fun

Technically true. But if you have
ever checked lap times between
sessions, compared data with a
friend, or replayed a mistake on
track while on your drive home,
you care more than you admit. And
that's a good thing. The desire to
improve is what makes HPDE so
addictive. You feel progress. You
see it. You earn it.

The key is keeping it healthy. HPDE
works because it is structured,
controlled, and focused on
development. The moment we
treat it like a race, we lose the very
environment that allows us to grow.
Compete with yesterday’s version
of yourself. That's arivalry you can
actually win.

5

The Car Needs
More Mods

This one hurts a little. “It’'s the
camber.” “It’s the suspension.” “It's
the engine.” “It's definitely not me.”
Listen, | love a well-prepared car as
much as anyone. There is nothing
wrong with thoughtful upgrades.
But the biggest performance mod
available to any of us is still seat
time and coaching. A clean line
is faster than extra horsepower.
Smooth inputs are worth more than
carbon fiber. Consistency beats
parts every single time. It is much

easier to order something online
than to work on technique. One
feels productive. The other requires
humility. The track has a funny way
of exposing the difference.

The Truth

HPDE is addictive because it is
honest. The track does not care
about the spec sheet, the options
list, or what you told your friends
at dinner. It gives you exactly what
you put into it. If we can laugh at
the little lies we tell ourselves along
the way, we get better. Not just
faster, but more disciplined, more
aware, and more in control. That is
what keeps us coming back. And if
you hear me in the paddock saying
these tires are fine for one more
weekend, feel free to remind me
of this article.

is underway. It started out

with a great event, the
Autocross Seminar and Mini School.
Twenty-three students attended the
event and were treated to a three-
hour classroom seminar given by
yours truly and Autocross veteran
Graham Mingst. Everyone then
headed over to Tobay Beach for the
driving portion of the day, where the
students were able to drive a real
Autocross course with an instructor.
The instructors first took them on a
course walk, explaining the nuances
of autocrossing, what to look for,
and how to drive the line. Then they
got in the car with the students, who
got about six runs on the course
while they were being instructed.
The next day was the 2026 Season
Opener, and as an added bonus for
the students from the day before,
the same course was used for the
event.

Twenty-eight drivers signed up for
the Season Opener Autocross at
Tobay Beach. Unfortunately, the
weather was less than desirable,
with cold, foggy, and rainy condi-
tions. Totally different from what
it was on the mainland, so | hope
those North of the bridges had a
better day than we did. Fortunately,
the rain wasn’'t too hard, and we
were able to start the event a little
later than usual. All drivers got 11
runs, five in the morning and six in
the afternoon. Those toward the
end of the event were treated to a
somewhat dry surface as the rain
subsided and the sun began to
come out. Rich Wayne set an amaz-
ing course, which flowed nicely.

To start off the action, | found myself
in the first-place spot in two-driver
S3 with a time of 39.543 seconds.
This time was good enough to earn
me the Fastest PAX of the Day. This
means that compared to everyone
else, | am currently in first place.

| am officially cancelling the rest of
the season and making arrange-
ments to pick up the Autocrosser
of the Year trophy from last year’s
winner, Andre Cerquiera. Dust it off,
Andre, I'm stopping by! Although,
upon further thought, it is probably
too late to cancel the next event
as it is next week, and some have
already signed up, so | guess the
season should go on as planned.
So, for all concerned, it’s back on.
Back to the results.

S5, with three drivers, found Chris-
topher F in the first-place spot with
atime of 39.426 seconds. This time
was good enough to beat his mom,
who took the second-place spot
with a time of 41165 seconds. ltis
notable that this was Chris's first
autocross. Great job, Chris!!! Hope
you continue to autocross. You have
a promising future. S8 found Vaino
N in first place with a time of 39127
seconds. Thom P took the win in
S9 with a time of 40.616 seconds.

In our production classes, Andre C
took the win with a time of 38.950
seconds to beat out second-place
Todd R, who drove the course in
34.943 seconds. Two-driver P3
was dominated by Graham M, who
drove the lot in 39.921 seconds.
Mark H took the win in two-driver
P4 with a quick 39.033 second
trip. P6 was dominated by Michael
C with a blinding time of 37.746 in
his two-car class. This time earned
him the Fastest Time of the Day.
Congratulations Michael.

Tom P took the win in our Improved
class with a time of 42.947 seconds
run around the lot. Six-driver X2 was
dominated by Danny G, who drove
the course in 38.872 seconds to
beat out second-place Ryan W, who
drove the course in 40149 seconds.
Sajinder S took the third-place spot
in 40.801 seconds. James R took
the win in X3 with a time of 40102
seconds.

This is an ex-
citing year as Metro will be hosting
the Zone 1 Autocross, so please try
to make every effort to attend. Fun
Fact: The Zone 1 autocross has
been an event for 40 years, so let's
keep the tradition going.

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It was December 2003. The telephone rang and

| answered it. The distinct voice at the other end,

said, “Hi Lee, this is Paul Newman... | understand

from Bob Snodgrass (then President / CEO of the
legendary Brumos Porsche dealership in Jacksonville,
FL) that you want to interview me for a Porsche 356
Speedster book.”

| was thinking, “How cool is this?”

At the time of Paul Newman'’s telephone call, | was busy
researching and writing a chapter for a forthcoming
co-authored publication, PORSCHE Speedster TYP
540: Quintessential Sports Car.

The chapter, entitled, Celebrities Pose with a Rising
Star, was about world-wide celebrities who owned
and drove, and may have

had assembled and brought over to the Warner Bros.
film set.

This Speedster, in Newman's opinion, was the car best
suited for Lew Harper’s quirky detective role in the film.

Paul recalled that he had never owned a Porsche 356
before filming Harper. Paul also mentioned, “that ‘bath-
tub’ was sure fun to drive...it had a lot of oversteer.”

The 356 Speedster was an original California “black
plate” car, that had been someone’s very tired daily
driver.

Paul and | agreed this Speedster was the first-ever
Porsche to be featured in a co-starring role for a
full-length Hollywood film —over a decade before a
1957 Speedster appeared

even raced Porsche 356
Speedsters. My candi-
dates for this chapter
were: Sean Connery,
James Dean, Steve Mc-
Queen, Richard Boone,
Herbert von Karajan, Ja-
nis Joplin, and of course,
Paul Newman.

I met Paul Newman at
Sebring in 1977 when |
‘crewed’ for the legendary
Bruce “King Carrera” Jen-
nings’ 911 S racing team.
It was Paul’s first and only
time he raced at Sebring’s 12 Hour Endurance Race.
Bruce Jennings helped Paul learn the then 5.2 mile
course at night with a “chalk talk”...IDing landmarks so
Paul could try to stay on the concrete during his driving
stint in the dark.

Nearly four decades earlier, actor Paul Newman, played
the acting role of Lew Harper, a Los Angeles private
detective who drove a 1956 light blue/primer Pre-A
356 Speedster in the mystery-thriller movie, Harper.

Paul was engaging from the start of our conversation...
mentioning that he hand-picked this ‘clapped-out’
'Speedster from a group of European sports cars that
Pete Smith of Bob Smith VW and Porsche in Hollywood

in Jane Fonda and Jon
Voight’s Coming Home
(1978). Paul commented,
“it was my first experience
driving a 356 Speedster,
as well.”

Perhaps the most memo-
rable scene in Harper for
every Porschephile —hap-
pens when the Speedster
is ‘hot-wired’ by Betty
Fraley, played by Julie
Harris. Fraley, driving the
stolen Porsche, races up
the dusty canyon road
with Lew Harper and Albert Graves, played by Arthur
Hill, in hot pursuit.

Trying to avoid a serious collision with a utility truck
stopped in the middle of the road, Fraley suddenly
veers left and drives straight over the side of the can-
yon's steep hill...a breath-taking sight!

Paul laughingly recalled, “during the filming of the Fraley
crash, the Speedster was wired for the throttle to be
wide-open. The crew started the engine, put it into first
gear...and the rest became film history as the Speedster
took off like a rocket.” The Porsche managed to stay
on all four wheels as it bounced along the canyon hill-
side ..sometimes in full flight... with the 356 Speedster

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finally coming to rest a hundred feet below. In the film,
the Speedster crash killed Betty Fraley.

Paul mentioned that he didn't get fully involved with
sports cars until after the filming of Harper. It was in
the late ‘60s that he had his first driving experience at
Lime Rock Park, near his Connecticut home. His local
mechanic had a 356 Porsche coupe and Newman
drove it around the track at speed with ease. Later,
Paul Newman purchased a Porsche Super 90 coupe
while living in Southern California.

Paul’s passion for speed began while he was filming
the ‘Indy-car’ racing movie, Winning (1969) in which
he also drove a Porsche. His wife Joanne Woodward
co-starred with Paul in

finished 30th overall and 11th in the GTU class while
completing 150 laps.

This was to be Paul Newman’s first and only Sebring 12
Hour race. Paul later recalled, “Sebring was one tough
race..that | actually loved to hate.”

Paul proved his driving ability as a professional Porsche
racer with his second-place podium finish and a class
win at the 1979 24 Hours of Le Mans co-driving with
Rolf Stommelen and Dick Barbour-- who sponsored
the Porsche 935. Paul also won a major endurance
race co-driving with Dick Barbour at the 198124 Hours
of Daytona.

Paul Newman'’s interest in

Winning.

He became a pretty
good racer during his
late 40s, driving for the
Bob Sharp-sponsored
Datsun/Nissan dealer-
ship. Paul won the C-Pro-
duction SCCA Champion-
ships in 1979, 1985, and
1986.

Paul’s first Porsche racing
experience came in 1977
at Sebring’s 12 Hour En-
durance Race where he

racing accelerated with
the Newman/Haas racing
program competingin the
open wheel series with
CART/Champ cars, and
the IRL/Indy cars from
1983 to 2008.

Paul Leonard Newman
was one of the greatest
actors of the 20th centu-
ry, a world championship
motorsports racer, and
truly a great guy.

Paul Newman sadly

co-drove with Bill Free-

man in the pink and white #2 Beverly Hills Porsche 911S
in GTU. Many of the 15,000 spectators were not even
aware that Paul Newman was racing at Sebring. He
was listed in the program simply as P.L. Newman. The
media wasn'’t dialed into who P.L. Newman was either.
Paul’'s open-faced Bell helmet had the initials: P.L.N.
hand-painted on it along with three cartoon characters
-a rooster, a chipmunk, and a coyote.

The #2 Freeman/Newman Porsche qualified 41st on
the starting grid behind Bruce Jennings’ #77 911S.
Throughout the 12-hour race, the Porsche had its
share of minor problems and spent precious laps in
the pits for repairs. In the final hours of the race, New-
man drove the Porsche around the 5.2-mile circuit in
the dark with two of the three steering wheel spokes
completely broken. Bill Freeman and Paul Newman

passed away, dying of
lung cancer in September 2008 at age 83.

Remembering P.L.N. May his memory always be a
blessing. Race-In-Peace.

Epilogue: There were two pre-A Speedsters used
during the filming of Harper. The blue and primer col-
ored Speedster that was driven mainly throughout the
film, was not actually sent over the cliff...and it survived.
Today it is fully restored.

As readers know, my recent columns have been

focused on getting Metro members who have

not participated in PCA DE track events to come

to the track and experience the fun, learning,

and thrill.

focus ALL readers’ attention on your cars and their
maintenance.

Obviously, if you're going on track, you'd better make
sure your car is in tip-top shape, but even if you're not,
your car deserves and needs to be in good condition —
if only to spend cheap(er) maintenance money rather
than very expensive repair money.

Maintenance 101

Car maintenance has become quite expensive lately
- that’s why you see Danica Patrick and Ice-T on the
TV so often peddling maintenance insurance. The
first thing you can do to keep those costs down is
to fix things before they break, and the way to do
that is to get your car into a good shop — either your
P-car dealer or an Indie shop that you have reason
to believe is a quality operation, such as one which
advertises in the Metro POST. Tell them you want

a stem-to-stern going over. | recently had my ’21
Boxster GTS get an oil change at the dealership
- it cost more than $500!" It turns out that an ‘oil
change’ nowadays at the dealership involves much
more than merely draining the old stuff and pouring
in new, clean oil. (If you have an hour to spare, watch
this video https://www.pca.org/news/why-pay-800-
for-an-oil-change-tech-tacticsand you’ll get a sense
of the complications.) Indie shops don’'t have to do
everything ‘by the Porsche book’ and consequently
can be less expensive, but where do you draw the line?

Anyway, it is absolutely important if you are going to
track your car, and it's worthwhile in any case, to do
an annual oil change; and it is vital to flush the brake
fluid annually - this fluid absorbs moisture over time,
and if you understand anything about hydraulics you
know that water in a hydraulic system defeats the
ability of the system to function properly.

Track use wears down brake pads very rapidly. If you
are going to track the car, make sure you start the
new season with pads that have a good bit of material
left on them. You do not want ‘metal on metal’ when
you're on track, and it’s a good idea to check them
in any case.

Take a good look at your tires for wear and age. There
is a small oval with 4 digits inside it. These represent
2 digits of the week, like 03 meaning the 3rd week of
the year, followed by 2 digits of the year, and that 24
means 2024 - it’s the year that is important. Rubber
loses its resilience as it ages, and it is generally
accepted that a tire must be replaced after it's 6 years
old. For our high-performance cars/tires, | think that
after 4 years, they should be replaced, even if they
don't look worn out.

I'll end this section by simply pointing out that all
drivers, whether on track or not, need their cars to be
in good shape. Be sure to keep your car in good order.

of simply as the Amelia Island auctions has
evolved into something bigger. Thanks to RM So-
theby’s launching its ModaMiami sale the week
prior, “Florida Car Week” has effectively become
a two week run of major auctions, beginning in Miami
and finishing on Amelia Island with Gooding Christie’s
and Broad Arrow. For
Porsche collectors, the

us the answer. Three Carrera GTs crossed the block
and the momentum clearly continued, with a pair of GT

standout, however, was a 2,800 mile Paint to Sample
Gulf Blue example over Ascot Brown leather. Believed
to be the first true factory PTS Carrera GT we have
seen at auction in quite some time, it reset the market
in emphatic fashion with
a world record sale of

The rarest
of the bunch was a 1989
RUF 928R, the only W09
VIN RUF 928 ever built.
Showing less than 1,600
miles and equipped with
a RUF tuned V8, carbon
ceramic brakes, and the
brand’s iconic five spoke

ues, demand for top tier
Porsches during Florida
Car Week remains as strong as ever.

If 2025 was the year of the RUF, then 2026 may very
well be remembered as the year of the Carrera GT.
Earlier this year we saw a fairly standard 2,000 mile
example finished in Seal Grey over Dark Grey top the
$3 million mark, leaving many to wonder whether it
was simply a one off result or the beginning of a new
pricing tier for Porsche’s V10 hypercar. Florida gave

wheels, it was certainly
one of the more unusual
cars of the week. Unfortunately, it failed to sell on the
block at $260,000, but later found a home post sale
for $335,000 against a presale estimate of $400,000
to $500,000. Topping the RUF results, however, was a
2016 RUF Turbo Florio that brought $692,500. A strong
number by most standards, though still about $17,000
short of the price the same car achieved when it last
crossed the auction block back in 2022.
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The biggest story to come out of Florida may have been
the transaxle cars. Two exceedingly rare 968 variants
crossed the block in the form of a 1993 968 Turbo S
and a 1993 968 Turbo RS, with both bidding to an eye
opening $775,000. Incredible money for a transaxle
Porsche. In the end it was the RS that hammered sold
while the S went unsold. Elsewhere in the segment we
saw a strong result for a 968 Club Sport at $89,600
and an even more surprising $61,600 paid for a 12,580
mile 968 Cabriolet finished in the striking combination
of Coral Red Metallic over Light Grey and Classic Grey
leather. My pick of the transaxle litter, however, was the
924 Turbo rally car that competed in the 1979 Rallye
Monte Carlo. It sold for $75,600, which feels like a bit
of a deal.

356s also had a strong showing in Florida with 18
cars crossing the block and an impressive 89% sell-
through rate. Leading the way was a 1956 356A 1600
Speedster restored in its original White over Red color
combination. Originally delivered through Hoffman
Motors, the car carried considerable history dating
back to the late 1970s documenting long term pres-
ervation into the late 2010s, followed by an extensive
restoration within the last decade. It ultimately sold
for $357,000. Even the lowest 356 result of the week
was still a strong showing for the model. A 1962 356B
Notchback finished in Champagne Yellow over Black
Leatherette, one of approximately 699 Porsche 356
B T6 Karmann Notchback Coupes built, had been
extensively refurbished between 2019 and 2020 and
retained its matching numbers engine per its Kardex.
It sold for $81,200.

There were few other noteworthy results to come out
of Florida as well. Leading the pack was a staggering
$5,505,000 paid for a 959 Sport, one of the original
eight examples sent to the United States before being
turned away when the DOT and EPA deemed them in-
eligible for import. On the modern side, we saw a strong
$767,000 result for a 2016 911 R. Another 959, this time
an SC reimagined by Canepa, was bid to $2,900,000,
which was right in line with recent comps, but ultimately
failed to sell. Meanwhile, one of the more historically
interesting cars of the week, a 1969 911 GT-S, one of
just ten built and used by Porsche as a testing and
development car, brought $357,000 against a presale
estimate of $500,000 to $750,000.

Florida was one for the books, and certainly one for the
record books as well. Looking ahead, the auction cal-
endar does not slow down much. Broad Arrow returns
with its Air | Water all Porsche sale in April, followed by
Bonhams Miami and Greenwich auctions in May. After
that, the market begins its steady march toward Pebble
Beach, with plenty of online auction action in between.
If Florida Car Week was any indication, it should be an
interesting few months ahead for the Porsche market.
